Installing the XT2 battery

To install or replace the XT2
battery, remove the battery
compartment cover on the back
of the unit by sliding the spring-
loaded cover lock to the left,
holding it in that position,  and
then gently pulling the cover up
by the two tabs on the left and
right of the cover. 
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Glide the battery into the com-
partment, making sure not to
cover up the plastic pull tab. The
tab is used to pull the battery out
of the compartment. Firmly push
the battery into place.

Before putting the battery com-
partment cover back in place,
check for the presence and condi-
tion of the blue seal along the in-
side perimeter of the cover. If the
blue seal is damaged or missing,
replace it. Do not operate the XT2
with a missing or damaged bat-
tery compartment seal, as this
could allow liquids to enter and
damage the device.

To put the cover back on, insert
its  upper part first. Then, starting
with the upper part, gently  close
the cover until all of the  cover
clips have snapped into place and
the cover lock is in its locked position.

To charge the battery using the DC Power Adapter Kit:

1. Slide the appropriate US/UK/EUR adapter plug onto the AC/DC power adapter housing.
2. Insert the DC power plug into the DC power jack on the bottom of the XT2.
3. Plug in the AC/DC power supply. The XT2 LED indicator will light red while charging 

and will change to green when fully charged. Use only easily accessible wall sockets 
that are easily reached with the length of the supplied power cable. 

To charge the battery using the (optional) Cradle Kit:
1. Insert the DC power plug into the DC power jack on the 

cradle. Insert the XT2 into the cradle.

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XT2 Battery Condition and Usage Information

Android provides information on battery charge level in percent, estimated amount of battery charge
remaining, and how much of the battery capacity has been used by various applications and device
functions. This information can be accessed as follows: 

On the start screen, swipe down from the top to open status bar, 
then touch and hold Battery to get to Battery screen.

Or, from the apps screen, swipe left to get to the Battery icon,

Turning the Janam XT2 Rugged Touch Computer off

Note that there are different levels of turning off power to the XT2. 

1. To simply put the XT2 display to sleep, just briefly press the Power Key (marked red in its
center). The display will turn off. To turn the XT2 back on from this state of sleep, depress the
Power Key again. The welcome screen will come up, and by swiping up you will return you to
the last used app. 

2. To put the XT2 display to sleep and also shut down Android, press and hold the Power Key
(marked red in its center) until the “Power off/Reboot/Airplane Mode/Hot swap” overlay appears.
Tap on Power off and the XT2 will power down. To turn it back on, press the Power Key to reboot
Android. 

3. To completely power down the XT2 and reboot it from a cold start, press and
hold the Power Key and keep holding it for about ten seconds. The display
will go black, and in a few seconds the XT2 will reboot automatically.   

Touch Screen Navigation

The Janam XT2 uses capacitive multi-touch technology. Almost all of the XT2’s functions can be
accessed and used by tapping, swiping or dragging with one finger. Some operations, such as
zooming in and out, are performed with pinching two fingers together or dragging them farther
apart.

Note that capacitive touch works by sensing your fingers. Never use an actual pen, pencil, or any
sharp object to operate the touch screen. They may damage the touch screen.

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Screen Rotation 

The XT2 was designed to be used in portrait (vertical) orientation. Many screens and apps, however,
can also be used in landscape (horizontal) orientation. By default, the XT2’s internal sensors will
automatically present a vertical or horizontal view in sync with the physical orientation of the device.
If automatic orientation is not desirable, the screen can be locked in its current orientation in Settings.  

Lock Screen

When turned on, the XT2 first displays the Android lock screen. The
lock screen shows the current time and date. If the XT2 is secured, it
may also display an access prompt. The lock screen can be personalized
by changing its color, picture, and sounds. It may also provide a quick
status of selected apps (such as calls, messages, emails, etc.).

Along the top of the lock screen is a status bar with small icons that
display information about various functions. Examples include WiFi and
Bluetooth, cellular signal, the presence of notifications, SIM card,
battery charge, airplane mode, the current time and more. Some
function icons are static and indicate the presence of something (like
airplane mode). Other icons provide information on a function (like the
cellular or WiFi signal strength, battery charge, or type of data service).

Below is a sample of the icons that may appear in the status bar of the
lock screen, as well as what the icons indicate. Note that swiping down
from the top of the lock screen reveals a screen with tiles that provide
one-tap access to various important functions. Examples are airplane
mode on/off, camera on/off, brightness settings, flashlight on/off, etc.
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The Home Screen 

In Android, the home screen is the central launchpad for all of the XT2’s most often used features
and applications. The home screen can consist of multiple screens (on the XT2 there are two additional
screens to the left of the home screen and two to the right). 

The home screen contains the status bar on top of the screen and the favorites tray at the bottom.
The status bar displays various information icons. Swipe down to expand it and show more detail.
The favorites tray has the apps screen button in the center, flanked by two (changeable) favorites on
each side.

Between the status bar and the favorites tray are apps icons (which can also be folders containing
multiple apps) and widgets. Tapping on apps icons launches the app. Widgets perform functions,
like showing the time, weather, news, or act as shortcuts.

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App Screen 

While the Android home screen serves as the XT2’s “dashboard” that provides status, information,
and quick access to all the most important functions of the device, the apps screen provides an
alphabetically listed grid of all applications installed on the device. Tap on the apps button on the
home screen to get to the app screen. From the apps screen, press the physical Home key below
the XT2’s display to get back to the home screen. 

To launch an application from the app screen, tap on it. If you have a lot of apps, swipe to move
between apps screens. To get to your widgets library, tap on WIDGETS underneath the status bar.  

Function Keys 

The Janam XT2 has four physical, metallic function keys with white labels located along the bottom
of the display. Depressing these keys, from left to right, brings up 1) recent apps, 2) the start
screen, 3) executes a back/esc (to get back to the prior screen, close a dialogue box, etc.), and 4)
a programmable function.

microSD Card

About microSD Cards
The XT2 rugged touch computer has a microSD flash memory card slot in its battery compartment
that is compatible with microSD memory storage cards with a capacity of up to 64GB (FAT32 file
format). When inserted, a microSD card provides additional memory storage that is designated by
the XT2’s File Manager tool as “MicroSD card” and by its nature is external storage. Removable
microSD memory is useful for general file storage, uploading and downloading of user data, and more.
The use of high-quality microSD cards supplied by a reputable manufacturer is recommended.  

To access the microSD card slot:
Remove the battery compartment cover on the back of the unit by
sliding the spring-loaded cover lock to the left, holding it in that position,
and then gently pulling the cover up by the two tabs on the left and right
of the cover. Remove the XT2 battery by pulling on the black plastic tab
until the battery pops out.  

To install the microSD card:
Locate the microSD card slot in the battery compartment. Place a
compatible microSD card with its straight edge down (towards the
bottom edge of the XT2) and its brand and capacity markings facing
toward you. Fully insert the microSD card. The XT2 will make a sound
once the card is properly inserted and recognized. DO NOT attempt to
insert the microSD card in any other orientation. Put the battery back
into its compartment and put the battery compartment cover back on.

To remove the microSD card:
Before removing a microSD card, tap Settings > System > Storage >
SD card > Remove SD card. This keeps data safe. Then remove the
battery compartment cover and remove the battery. Gently remove the
microSD card.

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SIM Cards 

About SIM Cards
SIM (Subscriber Identity Module) cards are needed to add cellular voice and/or data communication
service to devices equipped for cellular signal functionality. SIM cards carry an identification number
unique to the owner, storing personal data, and preventing operation if
removed. SIM cards can be transferred between devices supporting the same
communications standards. SIM cards come in standard, micro, or nano
format. Most carriers offer SIM cards in all standards, or they have cutouts for
all three sizes (the electronics and contacts are the same for all sizes).    

Janam XT2 rugged touch computers equipped with optional WWAN (Wireless Wide Area Network)
cellular signal functionality include two removable SIM card slots. Neither cellular signal connectivity
for internet access nor optional 3rd party voice telephone applications can function without an
activated SIM card installed. Both XT2 SIM card slots are designed for use with standard SIM cards.
If a SIM card provided by your cellular carrier uses the micro or nano format, you need a (readily
available) SIM card adapter to use it in the XT2. Contact Janam or your local GSM/GPRS based carrier
for more information about SIM cards and wireless service.  

To access the SIM card slots:
Remove the battery compartment cover on the back of the unit by
sliding the spring-loaded cover lock to the left, holding it in that
position, and then gently pulling the cover up by the two tabs on the
left and right of the cover. Remove the XT2 battery by pulling on the
black plastic tab until the battery pops out.  

To install a SIM card:
The location of the SIM card slots in the battery compartment are
shown in the illustration to the right. Orientate a compatible SIM card
(or micro or nano SIM card in a standard SIM adapter) with its straight
edge facing into the slot and its golden contacts surface facing down.
Carefully insert the SIM card fully into slot. 

NEVER attempt to insert a SIM card in any other orientation or force a
SIM card into its slot.

Once the SIM card is installed, replace the battery and carefully put
the battery compartment cover back on.

Backup, Restore, and Reset 

Android backup concept
It is important to understand that Android does not offer full backup (i.e. one large file from which all
software, settings, and data can be restored). Instead, Android synchronizes (i.e. backups) with
Google’s servers a wide variety of settings and data, including WLAN passwords, bookmarks, contact
and email information, a list of installed applications, words added to dictionaries, app data, and most
of the device settings. 

All of this can be restored in case of a failure, or when moving onto a new device. The idea here is to
provide continuity rather than a total 1:1 full backup. This can be done in several ways. 

Option A: Automatic via Google Sync
Google can synchronize various settings and data transparently. This is enabled and set up in a two
step process. First, enable the process in Settings > Backup & Reset > Google account. Then go
to Settings > Accounts > Google > Select Google account > check everything you want to sync.  

With the above settings in place, all of the selected data, settings, and configurations will automatically
be backed up to Google. Restoring everything simply means logging into your Google account and
everything will be restored, even if it is a new device.

Option B: Manual backup onto card
Android also offers a backup to local storage media. In the XT2, that’s the removable microSD card.
The card can be used to restore the device to its fully configured state. This process can also serve
as a rapid deployment tool. Only one device is configured in full. The rest are simply cloned from the
master backup card. Having a backup stored on a card also allows quick repair in the event of a
software crash by simply inserting a storage card and running the backup. 

To create a card backup, go to Settings > Backup & Reset, then tap on Backup & restore. Tap
on Backup and select everything you wish to be included in the backup. Then tap Backup at the
bottom of the screen. The backup file should be stored on external storage on a microSD card. 

Note that these backup methods do not include photos, videos, and documents. Pictures can be
backed up using the Google Photos app. Settings for that process are in the Photos app. Other
options are third party apps such as Flickr, Dropbox, Photobucket, or Microsoft OneDrive. There are
also comprehensive third party solutions that back up everything, like MyBackup Pro.

Restoring from a backup
To restore from a card backup, go to Settings >
Backup & Reset, then tap on Backup &
restore. If there are multiple backup files, select
the one you wish to restore and tap on it.

Resetting the XT2 to factory condition
Resetting the XT2 erases all personal data from internal device storage. This includes Google Account
information, information about any other accounts, system and application settings and
configurations, and any downloaded applications. In essence, the device is returned to factory
condition.

To perform a full reset, go to Settings > Backup & Reset, then tap on Factory data reset at the
bottom of the screen. This brings up a warning screen. If you wish to proceed, tap on RESET PHONE.
Depending on your access security options, you will be asked to supply your PIN, password, or
pattern. Once everything has been erased,  you can turn off the device, or opt to reboot and set it
up from scratch or from a backup.

If you are unable to power on your device, you can perform a factory data reset by pressing the Power
key and the Volume up key at the same time until the screen lights up. 
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Security

Android Security

The Android 5.x “Lollipop” operating system installed on the Janam XT2 can inherently provide a high
degree of security, centering around three areas:

! A screen lock to guard against unauthorized data access
! Encryption strong enough to virtually eliminate data breaches
! A device manager that can help to find or remotely wipe a lost device

Some of this security is implemented automatically behind the scenes, but other areas require user
input and choices. 

Screen Lock Types

Android provides several lock screen options ranging from none at all, to a simple swipe, to a pattern,
a PIN, or a conventional password. Patterns must connect at least four unique dots, PINs must be at
least four digits long (but can be as long as 16), and passwords must be at least four characters (but
can also be as long as 16). To set, go to Settings > Security > Screen lock.

Changing Screen Lock Settings

Lock screen options can be changed anytime. You can go from PIN to pattern or password, etc. To
make a change, go to Settings > Security > Screen lock. If you have lock screen security in place,
you must enter the code before you can change the screen lock type or code.   
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Additional Screen Security Settings

Users can tailor screen lock security according to their preferences (or company policy) at  Settings
> Security > Screen lock. Among the available options are:

! Automatic screen lock (can be set from immediately to 30 minutes)
! Power button instant lock (screen instantly locks when power button is pushed)
! Owner info on lock screen (instant identification of device)

In addition, there is a SmartLock feature that changes locking depending
on certain circumstances. This can make using your XT2 both more con-
venient and more secure.

! On-body detection
(device stays unlocked as long as it is held or carried around)

! Trusted places
(device stays unlocked within defined geographic areas)

! Trusted devices
(device stays unlocked when close to, for example, 
a Bluetooth watch, or a Bluetooth-equipped vehicle)

! Trusted face
(uses face recognition to unlock, with other method as a backup)

! Trusted voice
(say “Ok Google” and the device detects your voice)

Device Encryption

Android 5.x “Lollipop” allows full encryption of accounts, settings, down-
loaded apps and their data, media, and other files. When encryption is
turned on for the first time, it may take an hour or more for the encryption
process to complete. Once encrypted, any device protected with a PIN,
password or swipe pattern can only be decrypted with the correct code.

SIM/RUIM Card Lock Settings

SIM/RUIM (Removable User Identity Module, used by CDMA networks)
cards can be locked with a separate PIN. That precludes uses of the cellular
connection without the correct PIN code.

Device Administration

If you lose your XT2, you can use Android Device Manager to locate the
device, and also ring, lock, or erase the device.

Unknown Sources

By default, Android only allows installation of apps from known sources, like Google Play and other
major app stores. Allowing installation from unknown sources presents a possible security risk.

Credentials Storage
Installs and displays “credentials” used for secure transaction. 
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Device Settings
The XT2 can be configured according to your personal preferences.
This makes the device easy to use and helps to enhance efficiency and
productivity.

Display

The brightness level can be adjusted manually or the XT2 can use
its ambient light sensor to adjust the brightness level automatically.

The Sleep screen allows screen timeout and device suspension be set
between 15 seconds and never.

The Wakeup Source screen sets what can and cannot wake the de-
vice up (like buttons, cables, headsets, scan triggers, etc.).

The Daydream setting lets you set the screen saver when being
docked or charging (like clock, news, weather, pictures).

The When device is rotated setting determines if the display auto-
matically adjusts the orientation of the screen between landscape and
portrait when the terminal is rotated. Touch the Auto-rotate screen
checkbox to toggle the option on or off.

Sound & notification

Sets the volume of media, alarms, rings, and the vibrate inten-
sity. Calls can be set to vibrate or not.

You can set how interruptions are handled. They can be allowed to al-
ways interrupt, only interrupt if they are priorities, or not interrupt at
all. This includes getting reminders, calls, messages, restrictions on
whose calls and messages should interrupt, and what days and times
they may interrupt. 
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Device Settings (continued)

Storage

Touch Storage from the Settings screen to view use and space sta-
tistics for the internal storage on the terminal and the installed SD
card.

Apps

Touch Apps from the Settings screen to view, and evaluate how
applications installed on the terminal utilize memory and storage re-
sources.

The App info screen contains detailed statistics on an app including
the amount of storage or cache utilized, default launch settings, and
access permissions granted to the app. Statistics useful when trou-
bleshooting slow terminal performance, low memory issues, or an
unresponsive application. The App info screen also provides access
to perform the following actions:

! Force stop the app,

! Uninstall the app,

! Show notifications,

! Set app install location,

! Clear stored data,

! Clear cache, or

! Clear any Launch by default settings assigned to the app.

To access the App info screen, touch the app name on the list dis-
played under the Downloaded tab on the Settings > Apps screen. 
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Personal Settings

Accounts

Settings > Personal > Accounts is where email accounts are
set up. To add an account, tap Add account, then tap the type
of account to add. Follow the on-screen instructions to enter the
required information for the account type selected. 

Depending on the type of account, you may need to provide a
user name and password, select security settings, and configure
data sync preferences during the setup.

The account appears on the Accounts list when setup is com-
plete. Depending on the settings you selected during the account
configuration, your XT2 device may automatically start to sync
account data (e.g., email, contacts, music and calendar, etc.).

To remove an account, go to Settings > Personal > Accounts.
Tap the account you wish to delete. Press the Menu button at the
top of the screen and then select Remove account. Tap Remove
account to confirm deletion. 

Google Account Settings

Since Google account services and settings play a large role in any Android device, some XT2 users
may wish to have both a Google account and a corporate, work, business or private account. If so,
make sure to carefully examine all Google account settings at Settings > Personal > Accounts >
Google. Most of these settings are on the Google servers, and tapping on items to change them or
view more information will generally get you to your online Google account.
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Personal Settings (continued)

Language & input

To configure and customize various language and input settings of
your XT2, go to Settings > Language & input. Here you can set:

! Language: Select from a long list of available languages.

! Spell checker: Turn the Google spell checker on or off, and allow looking up
of names in your contact list.

! Personal Dictionary: Here you can add, edit, or delete words from your
optional personal dictionary.

! Keyboard & Input Methods: By default, the enhanced virtual keyboard
appears when you open an application or select a field that requires text or
numerical input. The content of the keyboard may vary depending on the
selected default, the application in use, and the input field requirements. 

To modify the default method for entering text, go to Settings > Language
& input and tap on Current keyboard. Here you can also configure and
customize your keyboard.

! Speech: Select either Enhanced Google Service (includes full hotword and
interaction) or Basic Google (simple speech to text). Each can be configured.

! Mouse/Trackpad: Adjusts the sensitivity and speed of the touch screen
response to your finger swipe.

System Settings

Date & time

To set date and time and their options, go to Settings > System
and tap Date & time. 

Here you can configure the date, time, time zone, time format,
and date format displayed on the XT2. 

You can set the device to synchronize the date and time using a
network connection by checking the Automatic date & time box or
you can manually enter the values by touching Set date, Set
Time, or Select Time zone (note that if the Automatic option is
checked, the Set date, Select Time zone, and Set time menu op-
tions are grayed out).

To modify how the time is displayed on the screen, check the Use
24-hour format box to switch from a 12-hour cycle to a 24-hour
cycle. In a 24-hour time cycle, 1:00 pm displays as 13:00 pm.

To change the date format displayed on the screen, touch Choose
date format, and then select a format from the list.

Accessibility

To configure features that make using the XT2 easier for people
with certain physical disabilities, go to Settings > System and
tap Accessibility. Services, system settings and display settings
include:

! TalkBack: When on, provides spoken feedback such as describing what’s
been touched, selected or activated.

! Switch Access: Enables the use of switches to select items, scroll, enter
text, etc.

! Captions: When on, displays captions in various languages, sizes and
formats in apps that support it.

! Magnification gestures: When on, triple tapping the screen zooms in
and out. Allows panning while zoomed, as well as triple tap and hold to
zoom into details.

! Large text: Increases text size (almost) everywhere. May come in handy
for anyone needing reading glasses!

! High contrast text: When checked, tries to use higher contrast text
styles.

! Power button ends call: When checked, makes it easier to hang up on
a call by simply using the power button.

! Speak passwords: When checked, uses voice recognition to listen to
passwords instead of typing them.

! Accessibility shortcut: When turned on, allows activating/unactivating
all accessibility settings all at once. 
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Wireless Network Configuration

Introduction 

IMPORTANT NOTE!
Some wireless networks, especially those in public areas, are unsecured, i.e. they do
not require a password in order to establish a network connection.

Wireless local area networks (WLANs) allow XT2 rugged touch computers to send and receive
information wirelessly within the range of the wireless network they are connected to at a given time.
Wireless network connectivity may or may not include access to the Internet, depending on the
network’s mission and configuration.

A given physical area may have multiple wireless local area networks (WLANs), sometimes referred
to as Wi-Fi hot spots, which the XT2 can see as it scans for available networks.

Typically, wireless local area networks are configured with a security scheme. Wireless devices
connected to a wireless network must:

A. Be configured for compatibility with the host wireless network’s security requirements. These
security requirements are necessary to prevent unauthorized access to the wireless network, and
also to prevent damage to computers using the wireless network.

B. Be granted access to the host wireless network through the use of a security code (password)
established by the host wireless network’s administrator to protect the network from unauthorized
use. Public wireless networks may require both a login and a password for a connection.

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Connecting the Janam XT2 to a Wireless Local Area Network (WLAN)

To initially connect the XT2 to a wireless local area network, go to Settings > Wireless & networks
> Wi-Fi. Turn Wi-Fi networking on. The XT2 will begin searching for available Wi-Fi networks. After
a few seconds it will list what it has found, including the approximate signal strength and whether or
not a network is secured by a password or not. Tap on your preferred network. Enter the password.
The connection will be established. Upon successful completion, the network link will show up as
Connected.  

If you tap on the network you are connected to,
a window pops up that shows you the IP address
and other information about the connection,
including signal strength, link speed, frequency,
and the type of security. Here you can also opt
to forget this network, so that next time you
come within range of it, the XT2 will not
automatically connect.

If you tap and hold on the network you are
connected to, a smaller popup will appear. Here
you can also forget the network, and there is
also a Modify network option. 

You can also Write to NFC tag, which means
you can save your Wi-Fi access data in a NFC
tag.
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WiFi options

Under Settings > Wireless & networks >
Wi-Fi > : you can add networks that don’t
automatically show up, list all saved net-
works, or refresh the list of available net-
works.

Advanced Wi-Fi options

— Network notification: Turns on or off
notifications whenever a public network becomes
available. This can be handy when searching for
free public networks, but becomes annoying when
there are too many (like when walking through a
mall or airport).

— Scanning always available: Google can
determine device location even if Wi-Fi is turned
off. This allows location services for apps that
benefits from it, and also scanning for Wi-Fi
networks. Default is off.

— Keep Wi-Fi on during sleep: Should Wi-Fi stay
on when the XT2 goes to sleep* Can be set to
always, only when the device is plugged in, or
never.

— Wi-Fi frequency band: If your device only
supports the 2.4GHz band it makes no sense to
list 5GHz networks. Here you can set what to look
for.

— Install certificates: Certificates use a crypto-
graphic key to allow certain secure web
connections. Certificates are saved on the device
for activation on Settings > Security. 

— Wi-Fi Direct: Used for a peer-to-peer Wi-Fi
connections that do not need a Wi-Fi wireless
access point. 

— WPS Push Button: Many routers have a WPS
(Wi-Fi Protected Setup) button for easy device
connection to a network. 

— WPS Pin Entry: Some routers may offer WPS
(Wi-Fi Protected Setup), but still require entry of
a special PIN on the device. 

— Wi-Fi Detail settings: These are some lesser
used options, such as enabling the CCX (Cisco
Compatible Extensions), enabling Wi-Fi power
saver mode, letting Wi-Fi handle 802.11d
geographical regulations, and setting the roaming
trigger level (signal at which the device starts
looking for another access point).
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Introduction

Bluetooth is a popular PAN (Personal Area Network) technology used for short-range wireless
communication. Devices with Class 2 Bluetooth capabilities, such as the Janam XT2, can send and/or
receive information over distances of approximately 10 meters (30 feet). 

Unlike older infrared technology, Bluetooth does not rely upon uninterrupted line-of-sight between
devices that need to exchange information. As a result, you can send information to or receive
information from another Bluetooth-capable device even if the two devices are located in different
rooms, as long as they are within range.

Bluetooth can be used to:

― Enjoy the convenience and productivity of a wireless headset.

― Send or receive information such as files, appointments, tasks and contact cards between
Bluetooth-capable devices.

― Print from the handheld device to Bluetooth-enabled printers.

― Use a Bluetooth service. Once you connect to another device or computer using Bluetooth,
you can locate and use any of the services available on that device. 

― There are several ways to set up your computer for wireless access and the following section
details the general instructions needed to set up Bluetooth on your Janam XT2 rugged touch
computer. Please note that complex or custom installations may require additional expertise
from Janam’s technical support team and/or the manufacturer of the device to be paired.

Bluetooth Partnerships:

A Bluetooth partnership (often referred to as a pairing) is, as it relates to this chapter, a relationship
created between the XT2 and another Bluetooth-capable device to securely exchange information or
provide a Bluetooth function. Creating a partnership involves (A) one Bluetooth device being
instructed to discover other Bluetooth devices that have been authorized to be visible and within its
range, and (B) entering the same Bluetooth Passcode on both devices. Once a partnership is created,
the then partnered (or paired) devices need only have Bluetooth turned on and be within range to
function. Already partnered Bluetooth devices do not need to be made visible.

Once partnered, the devices can exchange information without re-entering the Passcode.

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Bluetooth Concepts

Bluetooth does not have to be on in order for the XT2 to function. In fact, since the Bluetooth radio
consumes power, it should be turned off when it is not needed. You can see that Bluetooth is active
when the small Bluetooth icon is visible in the status bar on top of the home screen. Swiping
down from the top of the XT2 screen reveals an extended view where Bluetooth can be turned on or
off. In the example shown below, the Bluetooth tile is lit up, which means Bluetooth is on.

Note that in Bluetooth terminology, there is a
difference between “paired” and “connected.”
Paired means that a Bluetooth relationship has
been established between two devices, and they
know each other. Connected means the devices
have an active connection. 

Depending on the type of device, a connection
may be established automatically once already
paired devices are within range (like a Bluetooth
keyboard for a desktop computer). For other
paired devices it may make more sense to
manually connect them as needed (like for file
transfer between devices). 

Bluetooth connections can have different
capabilities, such as sending or receiving files, providing certain information, providing certain types
of security, or connecting to certain sensors. Services can work one way or both ways.

Turning Bluetooth On and Discoverable 

In order for the XT2 to establish a Bluetooth connection, it needs to be discoverable, i.e. Bluetooth
must be on and other Bluetooth devices must be
able to “discover” it as a connection candidate.
To make the XT2 discoverable, go to Settings >
Bluetooth and turn Bluetooth status on. After a
few seconds, the screen will start filling with
suitable devices that also have Bluetooth on and
are set to be discoverable.

Note that it’s not always easy to determine the
nature of discovered devices. In the example
shown to the right, two are listed only by the
MAC (Media Access Control) hardware address.
To keep the XT2 from showing up with such a
code or serial number, rename it to something
descriptive (like “RSmith XT2”)! 



Bluetooth Pairing

Due to the large number of Bluetooth enabled
devices there are really no universal pairing
procedures. Pairing your smartphone with your
car may be very different from pairing your XT2
with a desktop PC or portable printer. And pairing
with a device with a display will be different than
pairing something that does not have a display,
like headphones.

The example to the right shows pairing the XT2
with a desktop Apple MacBook. Go to Settings
> Bluetooth, turn Bluetooth on, and wait until
the Mac shows up as a device that can be paired,
then Tap to Pair.   

In this combination, the XT2 then receives a
pairing request from the Mac, which you accept.
And in this instance, a unique 6-digit Passkey
number is generated so that you know you’re
pairing with the device you intended to pair. 

If the number is the same on both devices,
accept the pairing request on both the XT2 and
the iMac, and after a bit, the two are then paired. 

Paired devices will remain on the XT2’s list. There
is no need to pair the same devices again. They
will stay paired until you tap and hold a paired
connection on the XT2 and select delete on the
resulting popup.

Available Bluetooth Services 
As stated above, Bluetooth “services” between
two connected devices vary. In this case, the
pairing between the XT2 and the MacBook allows
the MacBook to send files to the XT2, and the
Mac can use the XT2’s cell connection to connect
to the Internet.

The Mac side is capable of browsing files on the
connected XT2, but Bluetooth on the XT2 does
not provide that service in the other direction.   
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Introduction

The Janam XT2 rugged touch computer features an 8 megapixel CMOS rear-facing autofocus camera
with user-controllable LED flash for capturing crisp still pictures and video clip recording. Both
functions are useful for documentation of inventory locations, product damage, procedures and more.
In addition, the XT2 incorporates a 2.0 megapixel front-facing still picture camera primarily intended
for video conferencing and video calls.

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Camera Settings

When using the Camera app, swipe right
anywhere on the screen to bring up the
camera/video selection and the Settings button.

Setting camera resolution

Image and video can be set separately for the
front and rear cameras. The higher resolutions
use the 4:3 aspect ratio, the lower ones use the
16:9 aspect ratio.  

Advanced settings

Advanced settings allows toggling manual
exposure on and off. This enables setting
exposure compensation between -2.0 and +2.0
in 0.5 increments.
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Camera Zoom

Both of the XT2’s cameras have digital zoom. To
zoom in and out, touch with two fingers, then
pinch them together or draw them apart.
Alternatively, you can also touch and then drag
the zoom slider at the bottom of the display.

Note that there is a difference between digital
and optical zoom. Digital zoom enlarges a part
of the image, thus losing some sharpness.
Optical zoom uses optics, thus retaining
sharpness. The XT2 cameras use digital zoom. 

Editing Pictures

Swiping left when in the XT2’s standard Android Camera app brings up
the Android Gallery app and displays the last image taken. Tap on : and
Details to get a list of very detailed information about the image. This
data alone shows that both of the XT2 cameras can do a lot more than the
basic camera app sports.

You can now tap on the small Gallery icon to launch the Gallery app and
perform some basic image editing. Or you can tap the pencil icon to get a
choice of editing with the Gallery Photo Editor or with a different imaging
app, such as Photos.

Tap the share icon in the Gallery, and you’ll get a long list of apps and
services to send to or share images.



The Android Photos app has three
function areas:

! Applying a variety of presets
(such as B/W, vintage, punch,
etc.) or a custom preset.

! Adjusting various aspects of light
(exposure, contrast, highlights,
etc.) and color (tint, saturation,
warmth, skin tone, etc.), and
applying “pop.”

! Cropping, rotating, aspect ratios,
etc.
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Editing Pictures with Photo Editor and Photos

The Android Photo Editor app has four function areas:

! Applying a variety of presets (such as B/W, vintage, punch,
etc.) or a custom preset.

! Applying a large variety of border styles, sizes, colors and
textures.

! Applying cropping, straightening, rotating, mirroring or
annotating.

! Adjusting a large variety of variables, applying filters, and
creating special effects. 
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Introduction

Like a smartphone, laptop or desktop PC, the XT2’s email interface acts as a portal to an already
existing email account with one of the commonly available email service providers such as Google
Gmail, Microsoft Outlook, Yahoo, AOL or a private enterprise (corporate) network. This allows the
XT2 to receive, read, respond to, and send emails.

The default Email app on the XT2 can be used to manage multiple email accounts. Note that there is
both a stock Email app and also the Google Gmail app. Here we explain stock Email.  

Before setting up an email account on the XT2, be sure that a core email address is active with an
email service provider or within a private enterprise (corporate) network to which the XT2 user has
access and authorization.

Setting up Email

To add your email account(s) to the XT2, tap on Email on the Apps screen. If this is the first email
to be set up, the Account setup will come up. For popular email service providers (like Gmail or
Yahoo), entering your email address and password will be enough. For corporate email, use the
Manual Setup option.    

Email
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Manual Email Setup

If your email provider isn’t on the list of popular
email service providers (like Gmail or Yahoo), or
your email provider requires more during setup
than just email address and password, you need
to use the Manual Setup option.     

During Email Setup

During email setup you will be asked how often
you want your XT2 to check with your email
provider and update email. “Never” means you’ll
do it manually.

Note that if you set up a Gmail account that
you’re also using on other devices (like a laptop
or home computer), Google will send you an
email  inquiring if this new device is legit and if
it’s really you. 

General and Account Settings

There are two different types of settings in
email. General settings applies to all of your
email accounts. Account Settings can be
different for each of your email accounts (if you
have several).

To access, tap on     to bring up the mail menu,
then select Settings. Here you can select either
the General settings, or the Settings
pertaining to just a specific account.
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General Email settings

In email, General settings apply to all of your
email accounts. Most of these settings are self-
explanatory: Swipe to delete a message, show-
ing sender avatars, setting replying to all as
default (!), auto-fit messages on the display,
confirmations before sending and deleting
messages, etc. 

Account-specific Email settings

Some like it dark, some like it light. Here you
can set the background and accent colors for
your email accounts.       

Signature

Business email usually benefits from a cus-
tomized signature with name, title, company,
etc. This is where it’s set up.

Quick responses

You can create a number of quick stock re-
sponses for when you don’t have time to com-
pose an email. Once set up, call up the quick
response list, tap on a response, and it’s in-
serted into the email. 

Data usage

Email practices can affect data usage. This in-
cludes the frequency of syncing, allowing
downloading of potentially large attachments
over cellular data connections, or waiting until
Wi-Fi is available.

Notification settings

Here you can set whether you want to be noti-
fied if new email arrives. You can choose a spe-
cial ringtone, and whether there should be a
vibrate alert for email.   

Server settings

Incoming and outgoing server settings may
change, and this is where it’s done, including
password changes for email.     
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Creating and Sending an Email:

From the Email Inbox, tap the Pencil icon (7) to
launch a new email. Tap on To: to bring up the
keyboard. Begin typing the email address. Tap
down arrow to open CC and BCC fields. 

Tap on the text area to begin typing (or dictating)
your email. Tap the paperclip icon to add an at-
tachment from a variety of sources. When done,
hit the paper airplane icon to Send.

Deleting an Email account:

To delete an email account, go to Settings, tap
on Accounts, tap the desired account, make
sure sync is off, tap account again, tap for
popup, select Remove account.

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Tools

One of the great strengths of the Android
operating system is the wealth of tools, utilities
and productivity apps readily available for free or
at nominal cost from the Google Play Store or
other sources. The Janam XT2’s Tools folder
contains a few examples of such tools. 

CPU Setting

By default the Janam XT2’s
CPU runs at an automatic min-
imum clock frequency for
maximum battery life while
still providing good perform-
ance. You have the option to
change the CPU frequency as
shown below in the sample
screens to the right.

OI File Manager

The OI File Manager allows the
user to browse all storage lo-
cations and create directories,
as well as rename, copy, move
and delete files. It can show
hidden files, search for files,
sort files in various ways, and
show or display warning mes-
sages. OI File Manager also
acts as an extension to other
apps to provide “open” and
“save” dialogues.      
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Program buttons

With the Program Button tool
you can change the setting of
the left and right scan buttons
and the programmable hard-
ware button below the LCD
display. Select the button you
want to change, choose its
function (e.g. TabKey, Vibra-
tor, or run an application),
press “Apply” and “Save” or
“Cancel. Program settings can
be changed anytime. 

OI Notepad

The OI (Open Intents) Note-
pad is based on Google’s
open source sample applica-
tion Notepad that is provided
with the Android SDK. OI
Notepad allows to create,
edit, send, and delete notes.
Tap the page plus icon to
start a note. In addition to
the predictive keyboard, you
can also use voice dictation
to quickly enter text. Notes
can easily be shared,
beamed, posted, or copied.

System information

System information provides
detailed information about
the XT2 hardware, OS, appli-
cations, firmware and drivers.
Tap to drill down into any
area. 

Take Bug Report

This feature collects info about
the current device state. It cre-
ates a report and folder named
Bugreports in the root storage
that can be sent to a Janam
Service Center for analysis.
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Barcode Scanning

Using the Image Scanner Engine

Janam's XT2 is available with an integrated
1D/2D barcode scanner to eliminate the
challenges often associated with camera
scanners or bulky sled attachments.

Scanning with the Janam XT2

The XT2 integrated barcode scan window is
located on the top edge of the handheld
computer.

When triggered via onscreen control or
one of the two scan buttons highlighted
in orange in the illustration to the right, the
barcode scanner emits a soft-edged
rectangular red lighted area that serves as a
confirmation of scan triggering and as a
general targeting guide.

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Symbologies

The XT2’s scanner can read and decode virtually
any 1D or 2D bar code in milliseconds. Go to
Settings > Scan Settings > Symbologies to
view more than 40 code types that are not only
supported, but can additionally be configured
with their own options and extensions (see
options below).

Only turn on the code(s) that you are actually
using at the time. This will speed up recognition
and decoding time.

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Scan Demo App 

The Janam XT2 comes preloaded with the Scan Demo app that demonstrates scanning features of
the device. Note that a special Scanner SDK is available for the development of custom scanning
applications (inquire with your Janam sales representative). 

Launch the Scan Demo from the Demos Folder. Position the XT2 over one of the sample bar
codes on this page. A range of 4–10 inches (10–25 cm) from the bar code is recommended. To scan,
either push one of the XT2’s two scanner buttons or tap the Scan Start button on the screen. Aim
the barcode imager beam at the target barcode. The aiming dot should be centered in the bar code
to achieve quickest and most accurate decoding. When the bar code is successfully decoded, the little
decode LED in the upper lefthand corner flashes blue and the terminal beeps. 

Upon a successful scan, the scanner decoder will report the symbology of the code as well as the
scan data. It will also report the success/failure rate, as well as read time data and statistics.

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Scan Wedge App 

The Janam XT2 also comes preloaded with the Scan Wedge application. When active, Scan Wedge
runs in the background and can send scanned and decoded data directly into the currently active
foreground application. For example, with Scan Wedge active, the XT2 can be used to scan barcode
data directly into a Microsoft Word or Excel template, or any other app that accepts input data. 

To activate Scan Wedge, go to Scan Settings and toggle the on/off switch to on. Under Basic you
can enable Auto Scan, set the Auto Scan Interval in intervals between 0.25 and 10 seconds, or
enable Continuous Scan. Under Wedge you can specify transmitting a barcode ID, an aim ID, as
well as a Prefix, a Suffix, and a Terminator. These can be used to add some formatting to the
scans, or bring them into a format suitable for subsequent processing. You can also toggle Transmit
Barcode ID on and off, and specify a Group Separator.

Introduction

The Janam XT2, if equipped with an activated
SIM card and cellular service, is a full-function
smartphone in addition to a professional
productivity tool.

Phone screen

To make a call, tap the dialpad icon on the
bottom right of the display. The dialpad comes
up to allow typing in a phone number.
Alternately, tapping the area above the dialpad
brings up a box to type in a name or phone
number, and another to redial a recent number.    

Below those two boxes are tabs for Speed Dial,
Recents, and Contacts. You can select from
Recents, and Contacts.

Speed Dial is where you add important and
frequently used phone contacts.

Recents shows calls made, calls received, and
voice mail. Tapping on a listing will initiate a
call. Tapping on the people icon to the left of a
listing opens up more detail depending on the
type of the listing.

Contacts shows phone contacts. These can be
created on the device, or synchronized with
Gmail contacts or other contact lists. Tap the
options icon and then Import/export for a

list of ways to manage contacts. The options
menu also handles call history, clearing
frequents, adding contacts, and Settings.

At any time, tapping the Phone dial icon
returns to the standard dial layout.

During Call Features

During a phone call, you can tap on a variety of
standard phone features to add a call, mute the
conversation, put the caller on hold, put the caller
on speaker phone, and bring up the phone dial.
Grayed out options are not available on the call in
progress. 

Answering a Call

When a call comes in, the XT2 brings up the phone
screen, showing either the number or (if known)
the identity of the caller. 

You then have the option to answer the call (swipe
right), reject it (swipe left), or respond with a
quick text message (swipe up). 

Text messages can be selected from a list of canned
messages, or you can quickly type one.

To edit your quick responses, open the Phone app,
tap the three dot options button in the upper right
corner of the screen, tap Settings, tap General
settings, then tap Quick responses. You’ll see a
list of the canned quick responses. To change these,
simply tap them, then enter a new quick response
when prompted. If you like your new quick re-
sponse, go ahead and tap OK. 

Settings

Phone options can be accessed by tapping the
three dot options icon on the upper right hand of
the Phone apps Speed Dial, Recents, or Contacts
main screen. There are General settings (sort order,
sounds, vibrate, quick responses, etc.) and Call set-
tings (voice mail, call forwarding, auto answer,
etc.). 

Using Apps During a Call

Depending on your carrier, during a call you may be
able to  launch another app to look up information
while the call is going on, and then return to the
phone call. 

To do this, simply launch the desired application. To
return to it, swipe down from the top of the display
to reveal the action center. The call is listed there.
Tap on it to return to the call.

Introduction

Janam's XT2 includes Qualcomm’s “Snapdragon” MSM8916 CPU with
IZat Gen 8 support for concurrent GPS, BeiDou and GLONASS. 

Unlike separate GPS modules, IZat is built into the processor itself
and uses a combination of positioning, WiFi, and cellular signals for
triangulation. 

In addition, IZat can access data from device sensors such as
accelerometers, gyroscopes or an e-compass. Software apps take
advantage of those capabilities to optimize positioning and even
provide indoor mapping.

Janam XT2 GNSS Support

The Janam XT2 provides high-sensitivity positioning both in standalone “GPS” mode where it receives
data from satellites directly, as well as in “A-GPS” (Assisted GPS) mode where satellite data is related
via cellular and Wi-Fi networks. In general, direct GPS provides the most accurate positioning whereas
A-GPS is less precise but quicker. The source of positioning data varies by app.  
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GPS and Location Services 

A large number of modern apps use global positioning data as part of their basic functionality. What
that means is that GPS has become an inherent part of most computing devices. Maps depend on it,
of course, but also search engines, voice assistants, cameras, weather, etc., all rely on it, let alone
safety and security systems such as “electronic fences” or “find your device” apps.

GPS and location services have become intertwined. GPS can no longer just be turned on or off.
Modern operating systems like Android increasingly regulate access via location and privacy settings,
as well as by individual app.  Settings > Location allows some battery savings by not using GPS to
determine location. Settings > Apps > Permissions shows what permissions an app has.

The images below shows some examples of screens relating to location services.     

Location Service by App 

The way GPS and location services are used may
be different from app to app. Before installation,
most apps will request permission to use certain
services. This may include use of Google location
services, Wi-Fi, GPS, the XT2’s own IZat
functionality and more.

In the example to the right, the GPS Test app
downloaded from the Google Play Store was
given full location access.
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User Applications

Google Play Store

Applications can be obtained in the Google Play
Store. To go to the Play Store, tap on the Store
icon on the Home Screen, or locate the Store
app in the Apps Screen and tap on it.

Note that due to Android’s virtually exclusive
focus on smartphones and small tablets, most
apps are available for all Android devices. There
are some exceptions where a processor, screen
size, or Android version is not supported by an
app. Note that in order to download/buy apps
from the Google Play Store, you must have a
Google account.

My Apps listing

The Google Play Store keeps track of all user
purchases and downloads made on any Android
platform while being logged in their Google
account in My Apps. This means that purchases
made by a user for another Android device are
downloadable to the XT2 as long as the
purchased app supports the XT2’s hardware and
software. 

You can elect to list all apps you purchased, or
just the ones on the device you are currently
using.    
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Google Play Store Settings

General

You toggle auto-update apps on/off, or
only allow auto-update over Wi-Fi. You
can opt to have new apps put an icon on
the home screen. You can clear searches
of the app store.

Notifications

You can request notifications when an app
update becomes available, and when apps
were auto-updated.

User Controls

You can set the authentication rules for
purchases.

Uninstalling Apps

Android apps can be uninstalled by going
to Settings > Apps, then tap on the app
to be uninstalled.  

Access and User Restrictions

Note that there are also developer set-
tings and applications that allow control of
what apps are available to users. 

Android devices can be configured to run
in “kiosk mode” with just a single applica-
tion that is always active. This way, sys-
tems integrators or IT personnel can
configure units for specific use and appli-
cations, eliminating the temptation that
comes with a full load of consumer apps.

Update via FOTA client

The Android version of the Janam XT2 supports
Firmware Over The Air (FOTA) starting with
version 87.07C3 of the OS image. To determine
if your device OS supports this feature, please
follow these steps: 

Go to Tools, tap on System Information, then
on Version Information. Here you can see
which OS image version is currently installed. If
your device OS image version is earlier than
87.07C3, please update the OS image with the
“Update from SD card” procedure first.  

If your XT2 is on OS image version 87.07C3 or
later, go to Settings > About phone, and tap
on System updates. Tap on the menu icon in
the upper righthand corner of the screen. This
will bring up the FOTA client pop-up. Tap on it. 

The FOTA client will then check your current OS
image version and check for available upgrade
versions on the server. If one is found, there will
be a warning on the display, asking if you really
want to download the upgrade.

If you wish to proceed, tap OK and the download
will start. Downloading the file will take several
minutes.
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Update via FOTA client (continued)

Once the update file has been downloaded, a
pop-up informs that there will be a restart, and
also recommends backing up data (the update
will not delete data).

If ready to proceed with the update, tap
CONTINUE. The update will then be installed
onto the XT2. When finished, the FOTA Client will
display the newly installed version, and report
whether this is now the latest version, or
whether there are additional versions to
download until the OS image on your device is
completely up-to-date.

Advanced FOTA Client

Note that there is also an Advanced FOTA Client
accessible only through Settings > Developer
options. Developer options is not normally
visible on your XT2. To make it visible, go to
Settings > About phone and tap Build
number 7 times. After doing this, the Developer
option menu is activated in Settings (and stays
activated).

Tapping on FOTAClient in Developer options
will bring up a list of available OS image files on
the server. If for some reason you wish to install
a different version, download the appropriate file
and install it.
